Praying for Your Family
Guide to Workbook

We are praying that God will use the book and workbook, Praying for Your Family, in
your life and in the lives of those in your group.

In order to go through the study, you will need a copy of the book and the workbook. We
have a DVD with Sammy Tippit and others teaching the materials to assist you. If you do
not already have the DVD, it may be of assistance to you.

Our desire is that the workbook will be used to assist the class in learning the Biblical
principles of prayer that the book presents. Here are some suggestions to help in using the
workbook.

1. The Workbook is divided in two parts: a) a chapter of the book, and b) a daily study
for each chapter.

2. In each chapter, you will be presented with comments and questions about the book
and Biblical texts, and you will need to answer the questions in the space provided. At the
end of the workbook there is also space for notes. If you do not have enough space for
your notes and answers, we suggest that you use a small notebook to complement what
the workbook has provided.

In each chapter you will find questions for five days of study. Each chapter has been
constructed for you to be able to study one per week. It is very important that you
dedicate the time for daily study. Try not to go through the workbook too quickly each
day and don’t leave everything for the last day. A study like this requires time to absorb
the content, so it is important that you have time to reflect between each chapter.
Therefore, be sure to spend time studying everyday.

You may be asking what to do on the sixth and the seventh day of the week. Our
suggestion is that you use those days for review, or if you were not able to have your
study time on one day, then you can catch up on the two extra days. It may be that the
Lord will be speaking to your heart on one day, and therefore, it will take you longer on
that particular day. We encourage you to remain in the position of listening to what the
Lord says to you until He is finished working in that area of your life.

One important question is how much time is required to study this material. Each chapter
of the book is easy reading and you should be able to reread it several times if you need.

Allow the Holy Spirit to work in your heart. We recommend that the personal workbook
study not take more than 40 minutes per day.

Now the time has come to start to study. We desire that the blessings of God be with you
in the days that follow and that at the end of the study you can say, "Great things God has
done for us, and we are glad". God bless you!
